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Three national planning meetings with State Associations
and AFUO members were held over the period in
Melbourne, Adelaide and Sydney.

It is pleasing to see our State Associations around the
country so active — all operating in different ways depend-
ing on circumstance but none the less engaging and rep-
resentative. They are also having challenges. These can
be met through a coordinated approach and focusing on
the main game.

National forums allow us to learn from each other. The
December 2017 Forum in Melbourne, which was very well
attended, covered a range of topics was a ‘shot in arm,
which resulted in enhanced activity throughout 2018.

The AFUO contact with Ukraine is a very much hands
on experience. The AFUO Chair and other members visit
Ukraine regularly and discussion, planning and developing
strategic action ensure that our activity is coordinated.

Active participation in the Ukrainians World Congress
(UWCQ) also sees Australia leaving its mark in delivering on
projects. The AFUO in some cases has initiated interna-
tional action and on other occasion been a participant.

AFUO Chairman now takes the role of First Vice President
of the UWC and chairs the International Holodomor —
Recognition of Genocide and the International Religious
Commissions. In the new UWC structure where 6 region-
al VP's were introduced Natalka Poshyvaylo -Towler is the
Australia -Asia Vice President, Michael Moravski is mem-
ber of the UWC Board of Directors.

The AFUO has also represented the community before
Government. One of the major long terms highlights of this
term has been the AFUO contribution to Australia’s White
Paper on Foreign Affairs where we argued that Australia’s
bilateral relations with Russia must be scrutinized and “that
Australia must deal carefully.

Given its international role and reach, Russia’s policies
affect Australia both directly and indirectly. We will deal
carefully with Russia to advance our interests where we
see scope. Equally, Australia will work with partners to re-
sist Russia’s conduct when it is inimical to global security.
Australia remains particularly concerned by the downing

The AFUO has healthy relations with the Australian
Parliament via the Australia - Ukraine Parliamentary
Friendship Group ,strong links with the Department of
Foreign Affairs and Trade has provide a platform to con-
tribute to the supporting the sanctions against the Russian
Federation, the extension of the working and timing of the
Australian Embassy in Kyiv (extended to 2022) , seeking
ongoing pressure for a result in the MH 17 findings and
many other areas.

A close working relationship with the Ukrainian Embassy
in Australia with the Ambassador Mykola Kulinich and his
staff has led to a very productive two-pronged approach
to issues relating to Australia -Ukarien relations. The
Ambassador and AFUO Chair have had the opportunity to
present at the Australian Parliament Standing Committee
on Foreign affairs and Trade. The AFUO and the Embassy
signed a Memorandum of Understanding in 2016.

The visits of international guests added voice to the
Ukrainian communities” activities. From Ministers, to activ-
ists, to experts all gave us a better insight into our work
and what could be done.

We have also found space in mainstream media. Published
articles about Ukraine, countering Russian propaganda
have been well received except for the Russian Ambassador
(former) and the Embassy of the Russian Federation in
Canberra and the Russian Ministry of Foreign Affairs in
Moscow spewing out the normal attempts to discredit -
AFUO - nationalist, Fascists, Nazi collaborators —

The same outdated comments that has been around since
the Visti z Ukrainy - then we were bourgeois national-
ists. We have been able to expose this, take the Russian
Ambassador to task, challenging him the media, report-
ing to security official’s information on Australian nationals
supporting the DNR, Australian citizens who fought in the
war.

These have been exposed. The community received apolo-
gies from mainstream media for the propaganda printed.

We saw call to actions which were strongly supported by
the community — Highlighting two:

1. The Hammer and sickle ads for My Kitchen Rules on
Channel 7 were removed after community action and
WESTPAC were forced to apologise for a campaign
blemishing Ukraine’s Reputation

2. International social media flash mobs e.g.#Ukraine
United saw Australia on top of the list of contributors.

The AFUO campaign through the 2016 Census period
also contributed to a stronger recognition of Ukrainians
in Australia — Our numbers jumped from 38,000 to 48,000
who identified themselves as Ukrainian.

Recalibrating the community’s fund-raising strategies, be-
ing focused and having a goal has seen the generosity of
the community pour out.

The U-HELP umbrella — Humanitarian, Education,
